   “Ancora Mathilde-Daphné programme” 

In March 2002, we become acquainted with the project « Ancora Mathilde-Daphné programme”. The matter of it is a European project for the development of family mediation and conflicts management among the youth.

· The objective of it is to have family mediation to be recognized in school surroundings and specific tools (supports) for information to be developed, dedicated to adolescents (12 to 18 years old).

Interest for us in the adhesion to the project.
Adhesion, participation to the project presents multiple interests.

· Experiences exchange:

Our practice in Family Mediation is long and developed individually (since1986) in the bosom of private departments (since1989) or inside a subsidized association (since1998). We can offer our experience but also benefit from others experience (new initiatives…)

· Knowledge exchange

It is a matter of exchanging our knowledge, our competencies and our professional practices. Moreover, it is a matter of handing down our abilities, of sharing our how-to-do and our how-to-be.

· To better know oneself

Trough exchange between counties, we get acquainted with our respective experiences but also with our social and cultural specificities…

· To develop new initiatives and to exchange our relevant experiences.

· To develop a link between family mediation and the school.

At this stage, the project enables us to complete a sum of actions led by the school up to now:

Ex.1. To make the youth sensitive to some modes of solving conflicts in love relationships. This action is started with a video on rumours at school and school mediation.

EX.2. To make the youth sensitive to “mediation by equals”.

Some initiatives been led originating in a programme for mediation training and conflict management. By organizing sessions (6 x 2 hours) at school, students are learning how to speak about themselves; to communicate, to be listening to themselves or to the other, to express their feelings, to speak “I”, to manage their conflicts …

EX.3. Training to become one’s own mediator

Some trainings for the youth were organized by some schools either at the primary level or at the secondary one.

· Their objectives are a better knowledge of oneself, to have more harmonious relationships, to be listening to oneself and to the other, to speak “I” (do)feel, to prevent and to better manage daily conflicts…

· To develop tools for the youth information, adapted tools and conceived by them.

· To develop at school and out of it (for instance in the bosom of the family) modes of managing conflicts other than violence.
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
